By Trek: Morning our driver will transfer you to Sonprayag then you have to take alocal jeep for Gaurikund & then your trek starts for Kedarnath Ji. After darshan, you
follow the same & return to Sonpraag. Thereis abig parking issue so the driver will go back to another palace if his contact no. is not working then you have to arrange
another taxi or wait for your driver.



Kedarnath: The Kedarnath shrine, one of the 12 jyotirlingas of Lord Shiva, is a scenic spot situated, against the backdrop of the majestic Kedarnath range. Kedar is
another name of Lord Shiva. According to legend, the Pandavas after having won over the Kaurava in the Kurukshetra war, feel guilty of having killed their own brothers
and sought the blessings of Lord Shivafor ransom. He eluded them repeatedly and while fleeing took refuge at Kedarnath in the form of abull. On being followed he
dived into the ground, leaving his hump on the surface.

Kedarnath Weather: — Due to its high elevation, the weather in Kedarnath remains cold for the most part of the year. Summer here is cool and agreeable while winter is
severe. During the summer season, the temperature varies around 20°Celsius. Light woolen wear is recommended. The Winter season in Kedarnath is severe with the
mercury falling to aslow as 0°Celsius. During this time the place experiences snowfall aswell. Due to the extreme chilly climatic conditions, thistime is usually avoided
by tourists.
