Old Goa

Chapora Fort

historic fort is one of Goa s most visited historic attractions.

Aguada Fort

time at Sinquerim Beach.

Goa State Museum
To learn about Goa, visitors should head to the Goa State Museum, which is home to a substantial collection of regional artifacts and exhibits.
